How do Catholics celebrate funerals?

First of all we always try as quickly as possible to visit those who have suffered a death in
the family. Our first task is to pray with the family for the person who has died. Our parishes
do this well. And we offer our help and assistance. We do this well.

Then we prepare for the Requiem Mass, and the Burial. For this we can do better.

Funerals are now longer, because we are able to keep bodies in a better condition. but the
Christian custom, was to have three days before the Mass and the burial, imitating the
death and resurrection of Jesus. Our customs and our habits for funerals must be
Christian, however, practices which are not Christian seem to come in.

Catholic funerals are different from other funerals. Our greatest wish is to have the Mass
offered for the person who has died. Sometimes though, the Mass is not in our thinking.
Instead we want to spend time speaking of the person, and praising the person, and
showing the person off. This has never been our custom. For the Catholic it is the witness
of dying in Christ which expresses our hope for rising again with him.

Other customs have crept in: long talking, long picture shows, long events, and spending a
lot of money for what is a Christian event, the dying in Christ of the person, and our
gathering in Christ for the person who has died.

What does it gain the dead person, whether we have oysters on the head table or a simple
meal? What can all the money do for the soul of the person, does it get the person to
heaven? No they are more about us and about our needs than the person who has died.

The Liturgy committee at St Peter Chanel has spent many meetings talking about how we
conduct our Catholic funerals, and most would say that there is no proper place for people
to be able to share, and to talk, and how this has now come into the Mass. They saw the
need to witness about faith, but not about how good the person was at drinking, or rugby,
or playing cards.

It is a good discussion point to talk about how we practice our Catholic faith when we have
funerals. The Catholic Church has a ritual for Catholic funerals and burials, and when this is
not followed we lose our ability to proclaim Christ and His Risen Power. The purpose of it is
to make all souls into Saints through the Power of Christ who changes mortal bodies’ into
copies of his own immortal body, the Risen Lord.
